W44 (G34.7-0.4)

W44 is an expanding supernova remnant that is interacting with the dense interstellar material that surrounds it. X-rays from Chandra (blue) show that
hot gas fills the shell of the supernova remnant as it moves outward. Infrared observations from Spitzer (red, orange, and pink) reveal the molecular
cloud into which the supernova remnant is moving as well as stars in the field of view. The supernova remnant in W44 is about 100 light years across
and is located about 10,000 light years from Earth.
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
